PRELUDE: (Just before the Liturgy a commentator will read the 
introduction to the Mothers reading the Intercessions) 

 
Commentator: The Catechism of the Catholic Church proclaims Mary as the 

Mother of God and Mother of the Church. By her complete 
adherence to the Father's will, to the work of Jesus and to 
every prompting of the Holy Spirit, the Virgin Mary is the 
Church's model of faith and charity.  To quote Pope Paul the 
VI, “We believe that the Holy Mother of God, the new Eve, 
Mother of the Church, continues in heaven to exercise her 
maternal role on behalf of the members of Christ" And thus 
we continue to ask for her intercession for our needs as our 
own mothers intercede for us in many ways.

Mother of Perpetual Help Novena & Mass every Wednesday 
night. Please join us in this devotion. 
 
It is fitting that this morning, mothers will be reading the 
general intercessions. Following this, the mothers with their 
children will bring flowers to the image of Our Mother of 
Perpetual Help who has been the succor of many faithful

your Son, Who lives and reigns with you in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, God for ever and 
ever.

   II.  LITURGY OF THE WORD 
 
 

(Lector goes up to the Presider and do mano po before 
proceeding to the ambo. Presider says: “May God show 
you mercy“) 

 
First Reading: Is 7:10-14 
 
Lector: The Lord spoke to Ahaz: Ask for a sign from the Lord, your 

God; let it be  deep as the nether world, or high as the sky! 
But Ahaz answered, "I will  not ask! I will not tempt the Lord!" 
Then Isaiah said: Listen, O house of David! Is it not enough 
for you to weary men, must you also weary my God? 
Therefore the Lord himself will give you this sign: the virgin 
shall conceive and bear a son, and shall name him 
Emmanuel.

In the sixth month, the angel Gabriel was 
sent from God to a town of Galilee called 
Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a man 
named Joseph, of the house of David, and 
the virgin's name was Mary. And coming to 
her, he said, "Hail, full of grace! The Lord is 
with you." But she was greatly troubled at 
what was said and pondered what sort of 
greeting this might be.   
 
Then the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, 
Mary, for you have found favor with God. 
Behold, you will conceive in your womb and 
bear a son, and you shall name him Jesus. 
He will be great and will be called Son of the 
Most High, and the Lord God will give him 
the  throne of David his father, and he will 
rule over the house of Jacob forever, and of 
his Kingdom there will be no end." 
 
But Mary said to the angel, "How can this be, 
since I have no relations with a man?" And 
the angel said to her in reply, “The Holy 
Spirit will come upon you, and the power of 
the Most High will overshadow you. 
Therefore the child to be born will be called 
holy, the Son of God. And behold, Elizabeth, 
your relative, has also conceived a son in her 
old age, and this is the sixth month for her 
who was called barren; for nothing will be 
impossible for God." 
 
Mary said, "Behold, I am the handmaid of 
the Lord. May it be done to me according to 
your word." Then the angel departed from 
her.
