an elder�s prayer and blessing before performing any special task as a 
sign of respect for authority. This is normally done through Mano Po, 
which consists of taking the priest�s or elder�s hand to one�s forehead, 
while the priest or the elder says: �May God show you mercy�. 
 
This morning we honor Mary, the Mother of our Lord Jesus Christ, with 
flower offerings from some mothers and their children. We praise our 
Blessed Mother�s purity, humility and obedience to the Holy Will of God.

By the grace of 
God, her loving and powerful intercessions on our behalf has helped 
strengthen our faith and has encouraged us to continue with our spiritual 
journey towards eternal life with our Father in heaven.
